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Preface

In the beginning there was God ... so reads Genesis chapter one.

In the beginning there was a singularity. So states the theory of cosmology, the study of the origin of the universe. This singularity was
infinitely small in size, made up of the most elemental of atomic particles. These particles were in constant motion and their location could
not be identified. In a sense they were nowhere and yet everywhere.

About fourteen billion years ago a gravity-defying force appeared and the singularity exploded in what is known as the Big Bang. The
universe expanded to about the size of a grapefruit then split into several identical universes. Just as human twins grow up genetically
identical, yet different as they mature, so did these universes. For our story we simply consider two: our universe and the universe of a
young man named Mattpaul.

Mattpaul’s world evolved simultaneously as the world of Earth evolved. In some ways we on Earth are more advanced. In other ways
Mattpaul’s world is.
